The Finance Committee of Wheeling City Council met on Tuesday, December 17, 2013 at 5:15 p.m. in
City Council Chambers.

Financial Statement - November 30, 2013

City Manager Robert Herron reviewed the November, 2013 Financial Statement in detail. He reported
that the current revenues are approximately $317,000.00 more than last year’s for the same time period.
From an expenditure perspective, Mr. Herron commented that we are at 41% and approximately $900,000
behind where we were last year for the same time period. He noted that this is partly attributable to
transfers yet to be made to the pension funds and payment to OVRTA. Mr. Herron said, that taking this
into account, the actual cash carryover at the end of November is approximately $1,900,000.00.
Following this discussion, Mr. Miller moved, seconded by Mr. Atkinson, to approve the November 30,
2013 Financial Statement as presented.
